	Splash Stage...

switched off!) on a continuous basis, with acts providing non-stop entertainment throughout the afternoon. 

 The performance space is fully accessible on a flat level from the Market Place via a 0.9m wide / 1.9m high entrance in the rear wall of the waterfall.
